3rd Ward is an artist community with exhibition spaces and sophisticated interdisciplinary facilities for emerging and established artists in NYC. I started an education program that used all of our facilities. Classes took place in our recording studio, dance studio, photography studio, digital media lab, metal shop, and wood shop. As education director I hired 80 instructors and interns and was responsible for all of the curriculum, policy, and marketing. By the end of my programs first year we processed 800 students, earned 100,000$ of revenue, and had an article in New York Magazine. 90% of our students rated our instructors between an 8 and 10 on a 10 point scale.
