We will have audio and video workshops at different times of the day in the ETS computer lab on the third floor of Hopkins Hall. These classes are mandatory. Please make special plans if necessary. We may also change the location of class for impromptu events such as performances etc… with only one-class days warning. For this reason attendance is imperative! Hayes 230 is available for student installation work upon appointment
The Work:

READINGS: This will be a workshop and critique/discussion based class.  We will have a few readings in addition to those from our textbook.  These essays or chapters will be rather short; however, it is important that you read each piece thoroughly to facilitate lively class discussions. You are required to write one question on an index card for every reading assignment in this class. If possible please make your question engaging intellectually.  No factual questions please (except for the “elements of the shoot” article).  Please bring in this question/card to class the day the article is due.  Homework in the textbook is due immediately so it is important that you buy the book immediately. 

ART PROJECTS: 3 projects will be done over the course of the quarter.  You are free to choose the content and form of the work yourself.  However, these works must fall within the 5 genera covered by this class: video, audio, performance, installation, or interactive arts and your project proposal must be approved by me. All documentation must be digital. These are the acceptable formats- video: mini dv cassette or cd with avi or mov file, stills: cd with jpeg or tiff, audio: cd with wave or aiff file.  No analog formats will be acceptable (so no VHS, audio tapes, or photographs). You are welcome to do a live performance as one of your projects however digital video documentation will be due by the end of class.  You may also use other digital programs. For example you can use flash but you must have the file converted to an avi or mov before you hand it in. Projects will be done exclusively as homework; at least 10 hours should be spent on each.  All projects will be critiqued in class.  You will have the opportunity to re-edit or re-work your first and second projects to raise your grade.  By the 10th week of school the final versions of each project will be due along with a short artist statement for each. 

ORAL REPORT: A seminal artist in the field of new media is assigned for each of our 20 class days.  You may pick the day that you give your oral report; however, you must give your report on the person assigned for that day.  There will be no written part of this assignment. The majority of your grade will be determined by the depth of your research, the insightful nature of your personal interpretation of the work, and the quality of the documentary materials you use during your presentation.  The report should take 15-20 class minutes in total; therefore all videos should be cued to 5 minutes or less. Please concentrate on the content of the actual art itself and your own interpretation!  Personal history of the artist and art historian’s interpretations should be kept at a minimum (no more then 2 minutes). You must understand the work and be able to speak about it intelligently. We want to hear what YOU THINK! So study the work and spend time analyzing it. Class discussions will give you the skills you need to do this successfully. You will have a sympathetic and supportive audience.  You must come to class early that day to have all of your materials ready- It is not my responsibility if your DVD doesn’t work etc….  Often there are technical problems concerning media playback- if we have to wait while you tech your equipment your grade will be affected.

Tutorials on I-movie and Premiere

Materials:

-at least 2 mini DV cassettes (you should be able to buy them at any store that sells camcorders- Target- or online) 

-index cards 

-CD R’s

-whatever else you need to make or document your work- these materials will vary WIDELY- from grass sod, to plaster, to circuit boards- to slide film- the prices can be expensive or cheap depending on what your project entails. 

-video documentation of the artist’s work that you present in your oral report.  This video should be a copy of the actual artwork itself; it should not be documentary footage. If you want to use videos from the internet you must download the file and save it on a disk in a cross platform format and bring it to class.  Often there are problems streaming video for the internet; this practice insures that you will be prepared. …As an individual you can buy a video from the Video Data Bank for about 30$:  http://www.vdb.org/ 312.541.8073. go to their site first and decide which video you want then call them with your order.  Please do this ASAP- it will take two weeks for them to deliver your tape!  Another venue is Electronic Arts Intermix out of NYC. They should have similar rules- with a different variety of videos. 

Equipment/ Facilities:

You will be given permission to check-out equipment from Lord Hall.  They have projectors of all kinds, audio equipment, camcorders, digital cameras, projection screens, a library of videos etc…You should use the video editing facilities the ETS lab as well as the facilities on the third floor of the science and engineering library- this is a new facility- it is a little hard to find- ask at the front desk of the library for directions.

Group Critiques: 

Class critiques are one of the most important aspects of class.  Virtually all artists need to be given constructive criticism for their work to develop successfully. You will be required to speak about the art that you see in class.  Please spend time studying the work; interrogate it visually and conceptually.  Do your best to explain to us “why” it is successful or unsuccessful.  Please do not use value judgements; this can potentially hurt your classmates’ feelings.  Instead of using “good” or “bad” please substitute “successful” or “unsuccessful.” Your opinion is irrelevant unless your comments help the artist whose work is in question. If you can give a critique based on particular aspects of the work then you will help the artist as well as helping yourself! The process of critique will help you develop your perception.  This is THE most important skill in the development and success of your own art.
